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NUS LITERARY SOCIETY 

CREATIVE WRITING COMPETITION 2011

Rules and Regulations:

1. The competition is open to students from pre-university (e.g. junior colleges, polytechnics, centralised institutions), tertiary institutions, and those serving NS. Students who are studying in overseas universities and wish to participate must be stationed in or have a permanent address in Singapore for at least the next one year. This is to facilitate our contacting of prize-winners.

2. Each entrant can send in a maximum of 5 poems, and 2 short stories. In general, short stories should not be more than 3000 words in length. Please show the number of words at the end of each short story piece.

3. The administrative fees have been waived. Entrants need not pay any fees to participate.

4. Each piece must be typed (see point 7 for format and style) and mailed to us, together  with a CD-R containing the soft copy of all the submitted pieces of work. The CD-R MUST be labelled with the entrant’s full name, name of the piece(s) and contact number. Please place each poem or short story in its own Microsoft Word (.doc or .docx) document. Please name each file in the CD-R with the title of the poem, short story or play it contains. Do not put your name on the document file names.

5. Send all entries in a sealed envelope to: NUS Literary Society, General Office, Department of English Language and Literature, Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences, National University of Singapore, Block AS5, Level 6, 7 Arts Link, Singapore 117570. 

6. Entries must be original work that has not been published or accepted elsewhere (electronically or otherwise) and must not currently be under consideration by any other competition, magazine or publisher.  In addition, entries must not have been submitted for academic evaluation at any institution of learning (for example, as coursework for a creative writing module).

7. Hard copy entries must be typed in Arial, Times New Roman or Calibri font, size 12pt, with double-line spacing (unless font size or style is being employed creatively in the entry). The margins should follow the Microsoft Word template and not be manually adjusted unless for creative purposes. The entrant’s name and personal details SHOULD NOT appear on the hard copy entries. This is to ensure fair judging. The details should be labelled on the accompanying CD-R.

8. The closing date for all entries is 15th December 2011, 5 pm. Late entries will not be accepted. Winners will be notified via email or phone. There will only be one winner of the first, second and third prizes respectively, and no co-winners of the top three prizes. Judges have the right not to award a first prize if the calibre of entries does not merit it. The awardees of honourable mentions will receive certificates of recognition. Winners are to collect their prizes at the award ceremony during the Evening of Poetry of Music held in February 2012 or make alternative arrangements with the Society. The judges' decision is final.

9. The organisers will not be held responsible for any entries lost or damaged. 

10. The organisers reserve the right to amend the conditions and prizes of the competition at any time.

11. The organisers will obtain first publication rights of the winning entries in the form of one-time publication in print and online/electronic publication for a minimum of one year. After this period is up, the author may request at any time that the work be removed from electronic publication.

All entries that are incomplete or fail to comply with the above rules will be automatically disqualified. Entrants will not be informed about disqualification.
